3.  How does the scene end?

1.  What is Romeo’s reaction when he learns that he has been banished?

2.  From the beginning of the play, Romeo acts impulsively.  In what way is he still impulsive in this scene?

3.  Explain Friar Laurence’s plan.

1.  What is Juliet’s response when she is told the news that she is to marry Paris? How has she changed since Act 1?

2.  What is her mother’s reaction to Juliet’s response?
3.  What is Lord Capulet’s response to Juliet’s refusal to marry Paris?
